






EDUCATION AND 
EVENTS
IDC continued its efforts to make 
programming accessible to all members. 
From July 2012 to June 2013, IDC held 
98 professional development events with 
a combined attendance of 3,251. These 
events included seminars, tradeshows, and 
professional development events such as 
the IDC/IIDA Leaders Breakfast series in 
Toronto and Vancouver. 

PROFESSIONAL 
DEVELOPMENT SURVEY
In December 2012, IDC issued a survey to 
the membership regarding professional 
development needs and preferences. The 
survey asked members for their feedback 
on education topics, seminar delivery, times 
of the day and week when it would be most 
convenient to attend seminars, and other 
information. Based on the results of the 
survey, IDC will modify its PD program to 
better serve its membership. See page 4 for 
some of the � ndings.

MEMBER 
COMMUNICATIONS
ID Connections, IDC’s monthly 
e-newsletter, provides members with an 
update of association and industry news.  
Approximately 1,500 members read 
IDC’s e-news each month. 

IDC News Clippings, produced in 
partnership with Multibriefs, is a weekly 
compilation of relevant Canadian and 
international news. The Professional 
Development bulletins, issued every two 
weeks, keep members informed about 
continuing education opportunities in 
their province. The bi-weekly Sponsorship 
Bulletin helps IDC Industry members 
connect with interior designers.

NEW INSURANCE 
PROGRAM
Following a thorough RFP process, IDC 
selected LMS PROLINK in fall 2012 as the 
preferred professional liability insurance 
broker. IDC worked closely with LMS and 
the insurance provider, Berkley Canada, to 
put together an insurance package with 
language and coverage tailored speci� cally 
to the needs of interior designers. In 
almost all cases, the insurance rates 
offered by LMS are considerably lower 
than other rates available on the market 
due to the group buying power of the IDC 
program. The program is a bene� t 
available exclusively to IDC members.

EMERGING PROFESSIONALS 
PROGRAMMING
At IIDEX 2012, IDC launched a series of 
Emerging Professionals (EP) programs to 
engage Student and Intern/Provisional 
members. This programming is geared 
towards inspiring young professionals 
as they move from student, to Intern/
Provisional member, to a full member of 
the association.

TABLE TOP 
TRADESHOWS
IDC expanded its Table Top program to 
include 11 events across the country with 
a total of 230 exhibitors. This successful 
series has proven to be a great way to bring 
the design community together in smaller 
regions. 70% of net proceeds from Table 
top tradeshows are returned to the host 
provincial association.

IIDEX CANADA
In 2013, IDC sold IIDEX Canada to Informa, 
the show’s management company. IDC will 
continue to be the show’s co-presenters 
with Architecture Canada | RAIC, through 
a three-year support agreement. IDC will 
continue to use IIDEX Canada as a platform 
for delivering programs to the many 
members who attend each year.

IDC STAFF
In July 2012, IDC added the position of 
Member Services Coordinator to its 
staff. The Member Services Coordinator 
administers events, keeps members 
informed of education opportunities 
through the Professional Development 
Bulletin, and manages IDC’s insurance 
and referral programs.
